CAZRI Jodhpur celebrates its 63" Foundation Day on October 1, 2021

The 63rd Foundation day of the Central Arid Zone Research Institute was celebrated on 1* October,
2021. Sh. Kailash Choudhary, Hon’ble Minister of State for Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare,
Government of India, Krishi Bhawan, New Delhi was the Chief Guest.
