Droughts are an integral part of arid 

environment and drought proofing is 

the key to sustainability. Improving the 

availability of water and its efficient 

utilization are the basic principles of 

drought proofing. With meagre rainfall, 

in-situ conservation of moisture and 

efficient collection of runoff generated 

in the field and outside remains the 

most preferred option followed by   

inclusion of low water requiring 

perennial horticultural and agroforestry components that  are 

providing much needed buoyancy in the farming systems. For 

instance, a combo of farm pond, solar lifting-pump and drip in 

pomegranate orchard is performing well as its requirement 

matches with water availability in pond (upto February). 

Precision in weather forecast in recent times has helped in crop 

planning. Contingency crop plans for early, mid and late 

droughts have been developed for different microclimatic 

situations of arid region. Extra early crop varieties like 

IPM 205-7 (mung bean), CAZRI Moth-2 and MPMH-21 (pearl 

millet) have the potential to fully evade late season drought.  

Highly water economizing year round fodder technology that 

includes Napier, summer bajra, fodder beet, sweet sorghum 

etc. have been perfected and transferred to the farming 

community. Since, local breeds of cattle, sheep and goat are 

quite hardy to the drought situation, their production potential 

has been increased through selective breeding. A good amount 

of forage can be arranged through top feeds of agroforestry 

trees grown either in the field, on the boundaries or outside. 

Rejuvenating large CPRS/ grazing lands by reseeding with 

improved varieties of local grasses viz., Cenchrus ciliaris (CAZRI 

Anjan-358 and CAZRI Anjan-2178), Cenchrus setigerius and 

Lasiurus sindicus also has a  great potential in drought proofing.

Institute bags three prestigious National Awards: The 
institute was conferred three prestigious national awards by 
the Indian Council of Agricultural Research on the occasion of 

ndits 92  foundation day celebration on July 16. The Award 
Ceremony was graced by the Hon'ble Minister of 
Agriculture & Farmers' Welfare, Shri Narendra Singh Tomar 
and Hon'ble MoSs, Shri Purshottam Rupala and Shri Kailash 
Chaudhary.

Vasant Rao Naik Award was given to the team of Drs. S.P.S. 
Tanwar, Akath Singh, M. Patidar, B.K. Mathur and Praveen 
Kumar for Research Application in Agriculture in Dryland 
Farming System. The award includes a cash prize of Rupees 
one lakh and citation. The team had developed rainfed 
integrated farming system models for water scarce arid 
Rajasthan. Crop and varietal diversification, intercropping, 
rejuvenation of senile agri-horti systems, silvi-pasture 
systems and low-cost supplementary feeding technologies 
were standardized, integrated, demonstrated and upscaled. 
The model provides year-round work to farm family, fodder 
for livestock and gives sustainably higher income compared 
to sole cropping. The system also helps in climate change 
mitigation through carbon sequestration. 

The Fakhruddin Ali Ahmed Award was given to a team from 
Regional Research Station, Leh including Drs. A. Saxena, M.S. 
Raghuvanshi and S.K. Chouhan for outstanding research in 
tribal farming systems. The award includes cash prize of 
Rupees one lakh and citation.

Enhancement in clusterbean and moth bean yields upon 
inoculation with efficient rhizobial cultures: Rhizobia are 
gram negative bacteria that are generally present in 
rhizosphere of agricultural crops and form nitrogen (N2)-
fixing root nodules when they come in contact with 
compatible legume crops. Desert soils being low in organic 
matter, harbour low number of efficient N2-fixing bacteria 
thereby reducing the chance of formation of high N2-fixing 
root nodules. There is an urgent need for the selection of 
efficient rhizobia from the available pool of bacteria in the 
soil and incorporating them in the form of bioformulation 
that can be applied either by seed or soil inoculation during 
the cropping season. Keeping this in mind, large number of 
rhizobial cultures were isolated from root nodules of 
clusterbean and moth bean plants growing in four districts of 
western Rajasthan. Selection of efficient cultures was done 
on the basis of fast growth on YEMA medium, presence of 
intrinsic antibiotic resistance, high nodulation index and

yield enhancement under field conditions based on three 
years experimental data. Fast growing rhizobium cultures 
MBR-8 and MBK-15 (from moth bean) and GBR-2 and GBR-2-
1 (from clusterbean) gave the desired enhancement in yield 
and nodulation index in the associated crops. Treatment with 
commercial rhizobium culture Anubhav from Anand 
Agricultural University, Anand, Gujarat and uninoculated 
seeds served as two controls. In case of clusterbean, yield 
enhancement by GBR-2 and GBR-2-1 was 8 and 5.2%, 
respectively over Anubhav and 11.8 and 8.9%, respectively 
over uninoculated control. In case of moth bean, 
enhancement in yield by MBR-8 and MBK-15 was 8.2 and 
6.9%, respectively over Anubhav and 12.0 and 10.7%, 
respectively over uninoculated control. Selected rhizobial 
cultures also showed better nodulation indices in both the 
crops compared to two controls.

S.K. Chaudhari: The Institute's Foundation Day lecture was 
delivered virtually through Zoom and Youtube by Dr. S.K. 
Chaudhari, DDG (NRM), ICAR, New Delhi on September 30 at

5 PM to grace the 62  Foundation Day celebrations of the 
institute, which happened to be on October 1. Dr. J.S. Samra, 
former DDG (NRM) & former Chairman of the institute's RAC; 
Dr. S. Bhaskar, ADG (AAF&CC); VCs of SAUs in Rajasthan and 
Directors of ICAR institutes; past and present Heads of 
Divisions and Regional Research Stations, scientists and 
other staff of the institute participated in the programme. At 
the beginning, Director Dr. O.P. Yadav welcomed Dr. 
Chaudhari and other dignitaries, which was followed by the 
Foundation Day Lecture by Dr. Chaudhari. 

Dr. Chaudhari covered various aspects related to the topic 

'Soil and Water Management: Key to Agricultural 

Sustainability'. He emphasized the importance of 

environmental sustainability, major factors affecting it as 

well as the options available to promote it. He expressed 

concern over expansion of desertification in pockets of 

peninsular India. Problem of secondary salinization due to 

non-judicious use of good quality canal water or irrigation 

with poor quality groundwater was highlighted along with 

some examples of its successful management in IGNP 

command area in Rajasthan as well as in some canal-irrigated 

areas of Haryana. He showed concern about low fertilizer 

and water use efficiencies in India and suggested that water
