It is a well-known that the conditions of 

rangelands/grazing lands in the country as a 

whole are very poor and arid regions are no 

exception. Common grazing lands, available 

to everyone, mostly include what is generally 

known as Common Property Resources 

(CPRs). The CPRs include forests, barren and 

unculturable land, permanent pastures and 

other grazing lands, culturable wastelands 

and fallow lands. Two most important causes 

of degradation of grazing lands are increasing 

population pressure and declining area under 

CPRs. Livestock population in arid Rajasthan 

was 10.34 million in 1951. As per the 2019 livestock census, the total 

livestock population was 27.90 million, registering almost three-fold 

increase during last 60 years. As a result, the livestock density increased 

from 50 per 100 ha of Total Reporting Area (TRA) in 1951 to 134 in 2019. 

Contrary to population, the CPRs have been shrinking over the time, 

which declined from 10.73 million ha (51.4% of TRA) in 1955-56 to 6.79 

million ha (32.6% of TRA) in 2020-21, a decline of about 37%. Net sown 

area during the same period (1955-56 to 2020-21) has increased from 

36.6 to 55.6% of TRA and the cropping intensity has increased from 103 

to 134%. A significant portion of TRA thus became unavailable for 

grazing during rainy season as well as during rabi season due to 

increased sown area and cropping intensity. The grazing pressure on 

CPRs went on increasing both during rainy season as well as rabi season, 

and their condition went on deteriorating over the years. It is estimated 

that in arid Rajasthan, the CPRs contributed 28% of dry fodder and 76% 

of green fodder requirement of the livestock in 1960 that has declined to 

15 and 40%, respectively over past six decades. The stover produced 

from several crops is used as fodder and the practice of extensive grazing 

is changing to semi-extensive grazing and stall feeding in several parts of 

arid Rajasthan, mainly in irrigated areas. But the grazing pressure on 

CPRs remained high. 

The degraded grazing lands can produce only 10-20% forage yield 

compared to that of good ones. About 70% of grazing lands in arid 

Rajasthan are in 'poor' to 'very poor' category with productivity level of 
-1less than 500 kg ha . Another estimate showed that the dry matter 

-1productivity of barren and unculturable land was about 0.2 t ha  
-1 -1 -1

annum  compared to 0.9 t ha  annum  from forest land, while the green 
-1 -1

fodder yields varied from 1.0 t ha  in degraded lands to 5.0 t ha  in 

pastures lands. The condition of most of the CPRs is very poor, which 

warrants action from different stakeholders.

Rejuvenation of drying Khejri through biocontrol agents 

Prosopis cineraria (Indian Mesquite) locally known as Khejri 
or Janti is an indigenous tree, which effectively stabilizes sand 
dunes and can withstand periodic burial. It is believed to be 
the best suitable agroforestry species due to its deep taproot 
system, positive allelopathy effect, soil fertility improvement 
and yield augmentation of understory crops. In last three 
decades, large scale mortality of P. cineraria has been 
observed in certain pockets of the region due to soil borne 
plant pathogen Ganoderma which causes root rot. The 
disease is more prevalent in sandy soils where trees grow 
under rainfed conditions. Soil moisture stress coupled with 
high temperature (45°C) during summer months predispose 
the host to fungal infection. The spread of the disease from 
diseased plant to healthy plant is through root-to-root 
contacts. The association of an insect Acanthophorus 
serraticornis aggravates the root rot incidence due to 
weakening effect it has on the trees leading to increased 
infection by Ganoderma (Fig. 1). Field surveys were 

2 conducted in approximately 1500 km area at an interval of 
30 km distance in arid districts viz., Jodhpur, Nagaur, Pali and 
Sikar to assess the present status of the mortality in khejri. 
During survey of arid districts, Ganoderma induced mortality 
(15%) and disease incidence (10-50%) in P. cineraria 
population was recorded in different fields. It was also 
observed that in rainfed areas the mortality was 10-15%, 
while in irrigated areas the extent of mortality remained 
1-5%.

 A biocontrol-based 
management technology has been developed for revival of 
the Ganoderma infected khejri trees. The technology 
includes: digging a pit of 2 feet width and 1.5 feet depth to 
expose lateral roots, application of insecticide Chloropyrifos

(20 ml 20 L  water), after which the surface is covered with 
soil layer of 10 cm. Biocontrol agents viz., Trichoderma 
species and Aspergillus nidulans are then applied along with 
Prosopis juliflora compost (2 kg) + onion residue (1 kg) + FYM 
(5 kg). The pit is covered with soil and irrigation is given to 
saturate the soil. After a period of every 6-month, the 
process is repeated till the recovery of the plants.

 The 
technology was tested and demonstrated at the farmers' 
field in Lordi village of Jodhpur district (Fig. 2). The effect of 
treatment was observed on the basis of disease category 
wherein trees recorded a considerable recovery within a 
period of 6-months. The reduction in disease ranged from 
16.6-60.0%. The observation was also supported by lux 
meter observation where 57.5-82.8% improvement in plant 
canopy was recorded (Fig. 3). Trees with high canopy 
diameter were found healthy than those having low canopy 
diameter. The light interception recorded with lux meter 

-2 ranged between 38.3 to 56.9 Im m under healthy trees and 
-2 352-400 Im m under dried trees.

Effect of spacing on biomass and growth of Salix in 

silvopastoral system in Leh 

Salix sp. is generally preferred for its poles and fodder leaves. 

Salix cuttings were planted at three spacing viz., 2 m × 2 m, 4 

m × 2 m and 4 m × 4 m to evaluate the impact of spacing on 

growth and biomass of salix trees at the farm of RRS, Leh. The 

plantation was established during 2017-18. The plantation 

was intercropped with alfalfa for fodder production. The 

morphometric parameters of salix plants viz., plant height 

(cm), collar diameter (cm), number of branches, clear bole 

height (cm), fresh and dry weight of above ground biomass in 

all the three different spacings were recorded and biomass of 

intercrop alfalfa was also recorded. 

The results showed that the spacing of 4 m × 2 m produced 
-1

maximum fresh biomass (3963.8 kg ha ) and dry biomass 
-1

(2373.0 kg ha ) followed by 2 m × 2 m spacing (3832.5 and 
-1

2159.9 kg ha  fresh and dry biomass, respectively). Number 

of primary branches (6.19) were also higher in 4 m × 2 m 

spacing. Maximum clear bole height (33.22 cm) was 

recorded in 2 m × 2 m spacing followed by 4 m × 2 m spacing 

(32.66 cm) due to its high competition for the resources.

Effect of sowing dates on disease susceptibility in cumin 
at Jaisalmer

Four popular varieties of cumin namely GC-4, RZ-209, RZ-19 
st

and Nirmal were sown at three different times, i.e., 1  week 
rd nd

of November (S1), 3  week of November (S2) and 2  week of 
December (S3) at research farm of CAZRI-Regional Research 
Station, Jaisalmer to evaluate effect of sowing time on 
disease incidence/severity. It was observed that the cumin 
plants were mostly affected by root rot complex and 
Alternaria blight. Per cent disease incidence was calculated 
in case of root rot complex and disease severity on a disease 
score scale of 0-9 for Alternaria blight. Results indicated that 
the incidence of root rot complex (50.4%) among three 
sowing dates was highest for S3 followed by S1 (34.8%). It 
further revealed that among the four varieties, the variety 
RZ-209 showed the maximum incidence of root rot complex, 
i.e., 45.3, 14.0 and 67.3% for sowing times S1, S2 and S3, 
respectively (Table 1). On the other hand, variety GC-4 
recorded the least incidence of root rot complex diseases for 
S1 (16.3%), S2 (4.2%) and S3 (28.7%). In case of Alternaria 
blight, the least and the most disease severity were observed 
for sowing times S1 and S3, respectively in all the four 
varieties of cumin with the minimum and maximum mean

disease severity of 3.2 and 41.5%, respectively. The least 
disease severity of Alternaria blight was seen in variety GC-4 
for S1 (1.4%), Nirmal for S2 (23.7%) and S3 (30.9%), whereas 
the most disease severity was seen in variety Nirmal for S1 
(5.7%) and RZ-19 for S2 (51.8%) and S3 (54.0%). These 
findings indicate that the sowing of cumin in mid-November 
recorded less disease incidences as compared to other 
sowing dates and variety GC-4 was found to be the least-
affected by both root rot complex and Alternaria blight 
disease.
