Identification of Salinity-Tolerant Varieties of Wheat 
(Triticum aestivum L.) in Transitional Plain of Luni-Basin: 
Wheat (Triticum aestivum L.) is the second most important 

crop of the country with an annual production of about 

108.75 million tons over a land area of 30.6 million ha 

(M ha). Of the country's total wheat production, about 91% 

comes from 87% area located in Uttar Pradesh, Madhya 

Pradesh, Punjab, Rajasthan, Haryana and Bihar. However, 

large areas under wheat crop in Uttar Pradesh (1.37 M ha), 

Rajasthan (0.38 M ha), Haryana (0.23 M ha), Punjab (0.15 M 

ha), Bihar (0.15 M ha) and Madhya Pradesh (0.14 M ha) are 

affected by soil salinity and sodicity problems. Use of the 

poor quality groundwater due to scarcity of freshwater 

resource in Rajasthan (84% area), Haryana (62% area), 

Punjab (41% area), Karnataka (38% area) and Gujarat (32% 

area) further aggravates the situation. Acoording to the 

estimates of 2017, there was a loss of about 11.18 M tons in 

crop production due to sodicity and and 5.66 M tons due to 

salinity at the country level. Among all the crops, wheat 

suffered the highest production loss of 4.06 M tons due to 

salt stress. In Rajasthan, the driest and largest state of the 

country, of the total 0.38 M ha salt-affected land, about 0.20 

M ha land belongs to saline soil and 0.18 M ha to sodic soil 

with Jaipur, Bharatpur, Bhilwara and Pali as the worst-

affected districts. In these districts, the main cause for soil 

salinization is use of saline or sodic groundwater for 

irrigation. Thus, salinity is one of the most serious 

environmental issues that limit the crop productivity in arid 

and semi-arid areas of the country. Therefore, this study 

aimed at identifying salinity-tolerant wheat varieties for 

sustainaing the yield in salt-hit areas. A study was carried out

At the end of the experiment, yields of all wheat 

varieties were recorded. Based on the yields, 32 varieties of 

the wheat were divided into three groups to reveal their 

performance under saline irrigation condition: (1) highly 

susceptible to salinity with yield ranging from 1967-1520 kg 
-1ha  (KRL 399, KRL 398, WS 1601, RAJ 4503, WS 1603, KA

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Activities under Scheduled Caste Sub Plan (SCSP): 
Scheduled Caste Sub Plan (SCSP) is a central government-

sponsored scheme, which has been implemented at the 

institute headquarters as well as its Regional Research 

Stations at Bikaner, Jaisalmer and Pali in Rajasthan and 

Kukma-Bhuj in Gujarat along with CAZRI-Krishi Vigyan 

Kendras at Pali and Kukma-Bhuj. In this sub plan, about 1400 

farm families of scheduled caste were benefitted in five 

districts of Rajasthan and Gujarat by distributing different 

types of agricultural inputs including improved seeds of 

kharif crops, fertilizers, farm implements and other inputs 

such as tarpaulin sheets and grain storage bins. The motive 

for free distribution of items was to encourage use of the 

improved farm implements for reducing drudgery and 

enhancing the income of the targeted farmers.

Farmers' Field Days under UN Environment Protection-GEF 

project were organized at the institute on September 05-06.

Immense opportunity exists in arid zone for 
quality production of some of the most water-
economizing horticultural crops. Wider 
adaptability and higher economic return as well 
as further research and government support 
have revolutionized the horticultural 
cultivation in the arid region. These can be 
visualized from sea change in growth of total 
area (~248%) and production (~300%) in 
different fruit crops in arid region of India since 
the last two decades. However, in some of the 
fruit crops like pomegranate, area and 
production increased 40 and 52 times, 

respectively. Similarly, with the reorientation of tissue-cultured raised 
date palm, production has increased in terms of both area and quality. 
Production is now four times compared to the last decade. Introduction 
of the newer crops with suitable varieties, mass availability of tissue-
cultured seedlings, solar-operated fertigation, site-specific agro-
techniques and benefit-cost ratio in their cultivation under arid 
conditions were instrumental in enhancing the income compared to 
the traditional crops. There are great prospects of further stride in 
horticulture sector in the region by inclusion of high value crops based 
on availability of irrigation water. Fruit-based intensive production 
system including the non-traditional high value fruit crops like fig, 
dragon fruit, and pomegranate under different land configurations in 
the same piece of land enhanced monetization of scarce water up to Rs. 

-1 -10.38 L  compared to <Rs. 0.20 L  in the traditional cropping system. No 
doubt, the region has made significant shift towards commercial 
horticulture but it is at the cost of over-exploitation of water resources. 
Therefore, an utmost attention is required in systematic area expansion 
under suitable species to avoid over-exploitation of the scarce water 
resources. Expanding the scale of horticultural production is often 
hindered by lack of market access, there is a need to set up institutional 
agencies that can advance credit to farmer and motivate them to 
market the produce themselves or through FPOs, farmers' 
cooperatives etc. Being highly perishable commodity, government 
support in terms of developing infrastructure facilities like scientific 
pack house and storage facilities, processing units, transportation 
facilities and forward linkage would go long way to fully harness 
profitability of horticulture in the region in a sustainable way. 
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
